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“The typical evangelistic prayer focuses on praying for the lost.  This is certainly appropriate, but the clear 
emphasis in Scripture is to pray in a different direction.  Jesus’ burden for the lost multitude resulted in His 
instruction to pray that the Lord would send laborers into the harvest field (Matthew 9:38).  In His deep burden 
for the unsaved He commanded prayer for the saints instead of the sinner.  Likewise, the apostle Paul 
requested prayer for both the opportunity to witness (Colossians 4:3) and the courage to present the gospel 
(Ephesians 6:19-20).  To pray for our lost friends is a naturally loving instinct, but it is God’s Word that guides 
us how to do so.  It instructs us to pray that the Lord would send someone into their lives who would have the 
opportunity and the freedom to clearly present the gospel.” – A Journey to Victorious Praying by Bill Thrasher, p.

A NEW YEAR, A NEW BEGINNING 
 

A new year has begun and we’ve come to a new beginning.  Much of our focus this month has been to renew our walk 
with Christ in the direction He is going, to take extra time to pray, to seek God’s face, to make plans for the year and to 
ask God to guide our plans and direction into step with His.  It’s exciting to hear God speaking to our hearts.   
 

God has spoken to me through the quote above.  It is not enough to pray for the unsaved but to pray for laborers, for 
the saints to be sent and to be the messengers of the Message.  We pray for ourselves who’ve already been sent that 
we’ll courageously and faithfully present the Gospel and make disciples who make disciples. 
 

What does this mean?  Aside from further developing the ministry He’s called us to with homeschooling missionary 
families, God is expanding our vision for ministry. 
 

La Promesa de Esperanza (“The Promise of Hope”) is an officially government recognized association formed and 
directed by one of our fellow CAM missionaries, Scott Yingling.  Under this association are ministries that are designed to 
support evangelistic and discipleship efforts in the Spanish speaking world, including the website www.obrerofiel.com 
and a newly purchased property here in San Juan del Río.  This property now houses our local Bible church, but it will be 
used primarily as a center for evangelistic outreach and discipleship in connection with the church. 
 

Simply connecting a few dots, I think we can see where God is leading this.  Here in the beginning of our third year of 
ministry supporting homeschooling missionary families, we see more clearly that throughout the course of the year, we 
have a couple of months when our work with these families tends to slow down, giving us more time to concentrate on 
the library, on planning events, hosting work teams and in being more involved in the church.  Mainly this is during the 
summer months when most of our families take a summer break from home education and devote their time to the 
typical influx of work teams.  At this time, I can see that with the timing of our slow down months as well as the influx 
of work teams and interns, the convenient location of the new community evangelistic center as well as our natural fit 
as educators, we could easily assume a leading role in spearheading an ESL (English as a Second Language) 
evangelistic project here in San Juan. 
 

It is amazing the vast numbers of Mexicans who desire to learn English which has spawned a huge industry here.  English 
learning schools have popped up everywhere.  Many of them are expensive and yet they are full of students eager to 
learn.  Everyone knows that English is the key to career and professional advancement in Mexico. 
 

CAM International hosts a growing number of college interns who participate in evangelistic short-term outreach 
programs here in central Mexico, mostly in Mexico City.  What began a couple summers ago with 7 students, topped 30 
interns last summer and dozens have come to faith in Christ through their efforts.  This is an incredible development!  
The Lord is answering prayers to raise up laborers for the harvest! 
 

We’ll keep you posted as to how the Lord leads and how this idea develops.  The vision for this ministry looks great but 
carrying out the details and making it work will be a great challenge.  Will you pray for us to have wisdom and 
understanding in working out this vision?  Please understand that weΩre not abandoning our ministry to homeschooling 
missionary families.  We believe we can accomplish both of these tasks well and can accomplish more for the glory of 
God here in Mexico.
